= Any consumer product or hazardous substance, as those terms are defined in the Consumer Product Safety Act
(15 U.S.C. 2051 et seq.} and Federal Hazardous Substances Act (15 U.5.C. 1261 et seq.) respectively, where the
employer can show that it is used in the workplace for the purpose intended by the chemical manufacturer or
importer of the product, and the use results in a duration and frequency of exposure which is not greater than
the range of exposures that could reasonably be experienced by consumers when used for the purpose
intended.

OSHA has consistently taken the pasition, in various rulemaking documents and interpretation letters, “most office
products (such as pens, pencils, adhesive tape) to be exempt under the provisions of the rule, either as articles or as
consumer products.” Markers also fall into these exempted categories. This position is cited currently on QSHA's
website in a letter from OSHA Assistant Secretary John A. Pendergrass to U.S. Congressman Jim Bunning. These
examples are cited again in OSHA's FAQs on the Hazard Communication Standard which further reinforces that Newell-
Rubbermaid writing products are exempt from Hazard Communication requirements, specifically GHS Safety Data
Sheet documentation.
